Ra’anana, Israel: This past winter, over 120 people crowded into a private home in Ra’anana to show
their support for the children of Sderot. The guests, most of them new to AMIT, mingled and enjoyed a
delicious buffet before gathering in the garden for the night’s presentation.

Judith Schwed-Lion began the evening by painting a picture of life in Sderot, how the children live anx-
ious lives, nervously waiting for the next Kassam rocket to fall. Rabbi Arie Maimon, regional director of
the AMIT schools in Sderot, provided the night’s emotional peak. Rabbi Maimon explained to the audience
that he had come straight from a hospital in Jerusalem, where he was visiting the 14 year-old son of a
Sderot principal, who had been shot in the attacks at Merkaz HaRav Yeshiva. Ironically, the boy was sent
to Jerusalem to escape the dangers in Sderot.

The guests were shown a short film, “Two Weeks in May,” documenting a period when 293 Kassam rockets
hit Sderot. Then they were instructed to leave and re-enter the house in just 15 seconds. This simulated
what the residents of Sderot go through every time they hear the warning siren and must seek shelter.
